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Ascension & Whitsun 2008

This year there was an extra debating point
concerning the Easter festival. Easter Sunday was
very early (March 23™).

For the record the official definition of Western
Easter is that it takes place on:

The first Sunday after the first full moon on or
after the vernal equinox. In other words Easter
Sunday can arise between March 22" and April
25" Defining when Easter arises also thereby
defines the dates of Ascension and Whitson.

On Ascension Day, 40 days after Easter Sunday,
the Risen Christ ‘ascended’ into the clouds and
became inaccessible to the Disciples for the next
ten days. During this period the Disciples
experienced a certain sadness but they also
reflected upon the teachings they had received.
Ten days after Ascension Thursday is Whitsun,
which is sometimes also referred to as Pentecost.
The ‘word’ Pentecost is derived from an ancient
Greek word meaning ‘fiftieth’ (50 days after
Easter).

On the day of Whitsun each Disciple received the
‘fire’ of the Holy Spirit at the same time. This
event then enabled the Disciples to go out and
teach the message of Christ to all peoples,
transcending the divisions of religion, language
and semantics. We should remember at Whitsun
that each human being has a divine spark of ‘fire’
within.
